john bradley, MD - WOW model of primary care
Dr. Bradley has spent considerable time developing this model. Primary care physicians spend much time in such non-doctoring tasks as finding test results, following up on referrals and entering/confirming patient information. Patients spend much office time waiting. To address these issues, the WOW model of primary care was developed. For office visits, a patient representative is designated to meet each patient and coordinate all non-physician-required examination items including the collection of test results, updating patient history and taking initial observations, prior to physician involvement. This frees the physician from such tasks so that s/he can spend more time with each patient. Off-site, a patient service center handles patient referrals, schedules appointments and orders tests. This allows physician and nursing staff uninterrupted time with on-site patients. While the patient service center has been established, funding is being sought for piloting other elements of the WOW model.
chuck ellington, MD, JD — rural health
Dr. Ellington is interested in developing a rural family medicine training site in the nearby community of Lovington. The site will serve two purposes:
a)
establish a medical presence in a rural community without
one, and,
b)
provide a rural family residence experience for residents.
It is hoped that a positive experience in this environment will encourage continuing practice in rural communities. This site will also be novel in that its operations will be designed according to the principles of the family centered medical home, elements of the WOW model, and the purposeful integration of electronic health records in all practices from startup. The Illinois Department of Public Health is currently reviewing a grant submitted to fund this project. •
