Dr. Boone also works with the “Building a 
Healthier Chicago” Coalition, an effort of the AMA, 
Department of Health and Human Services, and the Chicago 
Department of Public Health that aims to improve the 
health and wellness of Chicago residents. 
 Dr. Boone leads the AMA’s involvement with the 
Commission to End Health Care Disparities, which is also 
co-sponsored by the National Medical Association and the 
National Hispanic Medical Association as well as 
AMA health disparity initiatives. In her physician health 
efforts, she works with the International Physician Health 
Conference, with the Canadian and British Medical 
Association and the AMA’s administrative support of the 
Federation of State Physician Health Programs.  
 Dr. Boone previously served as the Director of 
Diversity and Medical Director of Physician Recruitment at 
Northwestern Memorial Hospital (NMH) in Chicago.  

 She attended Northwestern University’s Feinberg 
School of Medicine (FSM) and completed her residency and 
chief residency in Internal Medicine at Rush University 
Medical Center in Chicago. Dr. Boone also cares for 
patients at a Chicago clinic serving indigent populations.
