Important Information for Mentors

Mentors must have the following:

· An IRB of record.  For example, the School of Medicine IRB, Springfield Committee for Research Involving Human Subjects (SCRIHS) is the IRB of record for all SIU faculty, staff and students.  SCRIHS is also the IRB of record for research conducted in the SIU Healthcare Clinics, Memorial Medical Center or St. John’s Hospital.  However, there are a few exceptions; for example, research performed by Prairie Heart or Springfield Clinic may have been approved by SCRIHS or by the FOX IRB.  Mentors outside this community may be covered by other IRBs, however the resident would not be covered.
· Training in the Protection of Human Research Subjects (including HIPAA).  All SIU faculty, staff and students planning to participate in research involving human subjects are required to complete human subject’s protection training. Your mentor must also complete the training requirement. The requirement can be fulfilled by completing coursework through the Collaborative Institutional Training Initiative (CITI): https://www.citiprogram.org/  Please review the instructions prior to accessing the training materials. Mentors covered by alternate IRBs may have completed other training requirements.
