Services of the SIU Fertility and IVF Center
Our mission is to provide couples with the most advanced 
and individualized medical treatments available, in an 
environment that is sensitive and respectful to their 
personal needs.  Treatment options for women include 
fertility medications, intrauterine insemination, minimally 
invasive corrective reproductive surgery, tubal reversals, as 
well as robotic-assisted reproductive surgery and in vitro 
fertilization (IVF) and embryo transfer.  Egg donation and 
surrogacy programs are also available. Treatment options for 
male infertility can include medications, non-surgical sperm 
aspiration, therapeutic testicular biopsy, intracytoplasmic 
sperm injection with IVF, and vasectomy reversal.

Our services are designed to be available for patients before, 
during and after any treatments.  Our team is comprised 
of physicians, nurses, and embryology and andrology staff 
led by nationally-recognized professionals with decades of 
extensive experience in assisted reproductive technologies.
