He has 
completed a considerable amount of original research in the area of surgical 
skill instruction and evaluation. He has a Master’s of Health Profession 
Education from the University of Illinois at Chicago and is president-elect 
of the Association for Surgical Education.

Andreas Meier, M.D.  is Associate Professor and Chair of Pediatric General 
Surgery and the Director of the SIU Surgical Skills Lab and Simulation 
Center. Prior to joining SIU in 2008, Dr. Meier was Assistant Professor of 
Surgery and Pediatrics at Pennsylvania State University College of Medicine 
where he also served as the Surgical Director of the Penn State Simulation 
Center.

Janet Ketchum, Surgical Technician was the original Surgical Skills 
Laboratory Coordinator at SIU.  She is currently the Director of the 
Surgical Skills Laboratory and a “surgical skills coach”.
